He said, “The Mission is in
excellent financial shape and we will work to make sure it stays that way.”

Presentation of Hooked Rugs to the Islesford Museum

Gary DeLong reported that the hooked rug enterprise of the Maine Sea Coast Mis-
sion thrived in the 1920’s and 30’s among island and coastal women. It was started by
one of the Mission’s more illustrious teacher/missionary women, Alice M. Peasley.
Summer residents were faithful supporters, furnishing the rug hookers with wool and
burlap and arranging for the finished products to be sold by Wannamaker’s of Phila-
delphia and New York. The rug business thrived until World War II.

In 2006, a rug inventory was discovered by Marianne Barnicle, volunteer Mission

Items to the Mission Museum.” Among the rugs listed were “Horses, Chickens”, “Chickens” and “Horses”.
which referred to their individual designs. Those two rugs had this note: “On loan from Islesford Museum.” Sheridan
Steele, Superintendent of Acadia National Park, and John McDade, Museum Technician for the Islesford Museum, ac-
cepted the return of these rugs on behalf of the Museum, which is operated by Acadia National Park.

Unveiling of Transom Window and Naming of Mission House

President Jill Goldthwait thanked Ruth and Tris Colket for donating the Mission House
which is the “hub and heart of the Mission” to the Maine Sea Coast Mission in 1973.

She also thanked them for their recent generous capital campaign gift of endowed funds
to maintain the facility. The new transom, above the glass door leading out to the ter-
race, bears the inscription “Maine Sea Coast Mission - Colket Center” etched in glass. It
features the Sunbeam IV riding on a billowing wave with a lighthouse in the background.

Mrs. Colket said, “We are grateful for making this possible and are pleased that it is being
